here’s what you should already know about the visual arts

Because of what you DID OR learned in K – 8th grade, You can:
· Use art tools/materials safely & appropriately

· Play comfortably and easily with lines, textures, colors, & shapes (both organic & geometric)

· Express your own ideas and opinions with materials and concepts used in the Visual Arts
· Identify or list a dozen examples of the Visual Arts in your own community

· Draw subjects from direct observation

· Use line direction purposefully
· Use organic & geometric shapes purposefully
· Mix & use primary colors to create your own colors
· Create patterns from repetitions
· Create your own and interpret the use of storyboard

· Create varieties of line purposefully
· Use shapes to create spatial depth (overlap, relative size, horizon & perspective, etc.)

· Mix & use your own secondary and tertiary colors

· Present your own work and explain your use of a particular design element(s)
· Mix & use your own tints, shades and intensities of colors
· Paint subjects from direct observation

· Use both additive and subtractive techniques in sculpture, collage and/or assemblage
· Use symmetrical balance in 2- and 3-dimensional work

· Use lines to create the illusion of texture

· Identify complementary colors

· Use complementary color harmonies in your work
· Use spatial devices, such as different points of view and linear one-point perspective, in your work
· Distinguish shapes from forms (know the difference)
· Identify other artists’ use of balance, emphasis, repetition and movement

· Mix & use complementary colors to form intensity gradations and neutrals

· Identify & use warm/cool colors to make spaces advance and recede
· Use the unusual position of the viewer’s eye to compose your work 

· Distinguish between the terms and examples of naturalism, abstraction & non-objectivity 

· Mix & use neutral & color value gradations 

· Create sculptural 3-D forms

· Demonstrate how lines & values can define form & spatial depth
· Use the design principal of emphasis in an artwork to create a focal point

· Use linear perspective, overlap, size and atmospheric perspective to create the illusion of space
· Present/display your work to an audience

And now that you’re in high school, you’re ready to:
· Use color relationships to make design choices for your work
· Use color (instead of black & white) to define forms & spatial depth  

· Work (draw, paint or sculpt) from direct observation  

· Apply the rules of proportions to natural subjects

· Use positive & negative space equally in your work
· Apply an all-over approach to your work

· Apply previously learned skills to art-making processes of your own
· Work both naturalistically and expressively

· Create unified works

· Create original works

· Give informed presentations to audiences about your work
· Make, support & defend your artistic choices (in writing)
· Integrate & adapt your artistic skills and knowledge to your life & interests
